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Love in the Midst of Transition                  by Rev. Susan Gumm 

I am moved to tell the story of what 

could have been an experience of deep 

sorrow that turned into a story of deep 

love and peace.  As ministers, we are 

called forth to witness and assist in the 

transition of a soul from this worldly 

experience into the spiritual realm.  We 

have witnessed the deep grief and pain 

of those who are preparing to let go of 

their loved one while we lead the dying 

and the family through this necessary 

process we call death. 
 

My nineteen year old daughter recently 

lost her best friend Binh to a rare type 

of cerebral Lupus.  She went into the 

hospital on March 3rd with an episode 

that the doctors hoped to bring back 

into control.  Binh had been diagnosed 

with Lupus five years earlier, and the 

sporadic episodes were now beginning 

to worsen.  Unfortunately after two 

weeks in the hospital, Binh was placed 

on a respirator as her disease quickly 

advanced.  It was in the third week 

that her once healthy and strong body 

began to break down and doctors, al-

though they valiantly tried, were unable 

to slow the aggressive disease in her 

body.  By the fourth week her brain, 

lungs, stomach and kidneys were hem-

orrhaging. 
 

My husband and I received a call late in 

the evening on April 2nd from her father 

stating that the doctors had said Binh 

would die and all had been done to 

save her; it could be by morning.  We 

called our daughter who was up at col-

lege in Ft. Collins, Colorado and jumped 

in the car to go pick her up and bring 

her to the hospital.  I tried as best as I 

could to prepare her for what she would 

see with Binh on life support, but noth-

ing can prepare you emotionally for 

your first experience with life support. 
 

It was on April 4th that Binh would be 

taken off life support.  We were invited 

to be at the hospital with the family as 

they were removing life support at six.  
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several prayers.  As this was all spoken 

in Vietnamese, my 

daughter and I did 

not understand what 

was said, but we 

understood instinc-

tively the signifi-

cance of the chants 

and prayers which were guiding her 

soul on its way.  The prayers and 

chants, recited by all of her family in 

unison, were given for almost an hour 

and were incredibly powerful. Then her 

father thanked everyone who was part 

of her life and what they had given to 

her and asked that we each celebrate 

her new life and freedom.  Her body 

was slowly covered as all were assured 

her soul had begun its new journey in a 

new life. 
 

A mantle of peace then rested upon all 

of us who had been grieving for Binh 

for days – we would describe it as the 

grace of the Holy Spirit. The room was 

filled immediately with a healing power.   

Binh was out of her pain and suffering 

and was beautiful, whole and well in 

the spiritual realm.  We then recog-

nized the power of this ritual; it was 

not about the death of Binh – we did 

not need to feel sorry for her because 

we knew that her soul was in its perfec-

tion in the divine realm – we recog-

nized that it was us, those left behind, 

that still remain in the world of suffer-

ing.  Our sense of loss was replaced 

with the beginning of hope and healing 

even if we could not make sense of the 

loss of such a vibrant young woman. 
 

As I reflect on this experience I wish to 

ask all of you who minister to the dying 

and their families to think about ways 

we may better assist those who are 

passing.  Most of us in the western 

world have lost this sense of peace that 

these ancient rituals offer to the family.   
 

Perhaps we can better help the dying 

move toward their highest and best  

I had witnessed the removal of life sup-

port before, and have been at the bed-

side of many who have passed, yet I 

was not prepared for the ritual that 

would unfold before us.  Binh and her 

family are of the Vietnamese Buddhist 

tradition.  Over the previous two days a 

tape-player laid above her head with a 

continuous prayer chant.  As it was 

explained to me, this prayer was pre-

paring her soul for her journey.  Around 

4:00 a Buddhist monk arrived to give 

Binh a blessing then the family began 

to gather around the bedside. 
 

At 6:00 when all the family had arrived 

(about 40), the most beautiful ritual 

began.  Binh’s sister and her cousins 

began to gently wash her face, hands 

and feet.  Then they ever so carefully 

painted the nails on her toes and 

hands, anointed her with oil and per-

fume and put a little makeup on her 

face.  In her bed they placed a few 

meaningful items.  This act was done 

with so much love, so much honor and 

so much beauty that the entire room 

had an aura of love.  I watched with 

awe as those with so much grief dis-

played pure unconditional love in the 

way they prepared Binh.  Her mother, 

father and others spoke to her and 

kissed her. 
 

Then they prepared to remove the life 

support.  The doctors came in and eve-

ryone gathered around the bed as they 

played a new prayer chant.  We were 

asked by her father to withhold our 

outbursts of crying so that Binh would 

not feel the need to linger – so that her 

soul would freely and peacefully move 

onto its appointed journey. As the life 

support was removed and the machines 

finally went silent, Binh quickly let go 

and gave up her earthly life for a more 

wonderful journey. 

Immediately after the doctors whis-

pered to her father that she had gone, 

they began to play a Buddhist prayer 

spoken by a monk and then chanted 
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Love in the Midst of Transition 

good by assisting the living in honoring 

and blessing the dying.  Perhaps we 

can help those grieving to let go and 

encourage the journey, instead of hold-

ing on.  Perhaps we can offer a greater  
 

sense of peace and stand in prayer 

more than just a few moments and 

encourage the soul to begin anew in 

the light of pure love. The loving death 

rituals of Binh’s family and their tradi-

tion had a profound affect on me and 

really made me take a second look on 

how death is treated in our culture. I 

believe that we all should embrace an 

experience such as this in order to 

show more love and peacefulness to 

our departing loved ones. 
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At the risk of repeating myself, I must 

stress the importance of filing Quarterly 

Reports to the Conference on Practical 

Christianity if you are using the 501 c 3 

non-profit tax status protection pro-

vided by the Conference. 

 

We are in process of listing our Minis-

ters, churches and other organizations 

that fall into this category with the IRS.  

Failure to properly do the Quarterly 

Report with the Conference puts every-

one in jeopardy.   

 

If your ministry does not do any of the 

things listed on the report simply leave 

them unchecked.  However, it is impor-

tant you file the report in a timely man-

ner.

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Doing Favors Versus Being of Service    by Rev. Paula Langguth Ryan 

At the end of interviews, Oprah Winfrey asks people, ―What 

do you know for sure?‖  I know exactly what I will tell her 

when she asks me that question.  One thing I know for sure 

is that the grandest changes in our lives come from subtle 

shifts in our consciousness.  Another thing I know is that 

doing favors for people limits everyone involved, while being 

of service helps us expand. 
 

Do you ever feel like someone owes you for something?  I’m 

mot just talking about money here.  I’m talking about that 

sense we get when we do something nice for someone and 

have the expectation that somehow, somewhere down the 

road, they’re going to pay us back in some way even if it is 

just in the form of a thank you. 
 

When I was on Florida recently I was moved by two events 

that happened.  At the end of the service a gentleman 

named Eddie got up and asked if he might whistle a song for 

us.  He was open and receptive to stepping out of his com-

fort zone and he got up in front of us all (something new for 

him) and whistled and slapped on his thighs and got the en-

tire congregation clapping along with him.  Even the band 

members picked up his tune and began playing along.  Then 

he shared with us that his family was struggling and that if 

anyone was moved by his song and could help in any way, 

anything given would be gratefully received.   
 

Did your hackles go up?   Did you feel resistance to that re-

quest in your body anywhere?  It’s a pretty common gut re-

action.  What was interesting to me was how quickly the 

people present moved past that initial reaction and opened 

up to be of service to Eddie, to give freely to him just as he 

had given freely.  It wasn’t just his song— it was thye open-

ness of his heart, it was the way he shared his essence with 

us.  Instead of asking for a favor, he asked to be of service 

to us.  And instead of dong a favor for him, others chose to 

be of service to him.  You could see the courage becoming 

more and more expressive on Eddie’s face, as he felt and 

receive that acceptance.  When he realized everyone was 

eager for him to be of service, he gave it his all.  I was espe-

cially touched by something Eddie said, ―the reason God 

made us look different is so we would be able to practice 

remembering we are all one.‖ 
 

Later that same Sunday, I conducted a workshop.  A gentle-

man we later dubbed ―Bike Messenger Bob‖ saw the sign for 

the workshop and pedaled in to join us.  Bike Messenger Bob 

was an enthusiastic bundle of light and joy who demon-

strated being of service.  When I asked for a glass of water, 

he j7umped up, got me a glass of water.  He got me a bigger 

glass so I wouldn’t get thirsty later, brought me a brownie, 

went out into the hallway and brought in a copy of my book 

to show to people, bave people encouragement, and at the 

end oif the workshop he disappeared without a trace.  He 

came solely to be of service.  He didn’t do it for any acknowl-

edgement, and reward, for anything in return. 
 

Take some time this month to make a list of everyone you’ve 

done a favor for in the past few months.  Write down what 

the favor was that you did.  The cross out the words ―di a 

favor‖ and replace them with ―was of service.‖  Notice the 

changes you feel about the situation and you expectations of 

being owed anything, or of being somehow apart from, or 

more than, this person.

power, strength, love and clarity, lie 

within.   
 

The only true obstacle to our spiri-

tual/evolutionary progress has always 

been human-made ideas, which usu-

ally fall far short of the values and 

p r e cep t s  o f  Cosm i c /Na tu ra l 

Law.  When we go beyond specific 

cultures, nationalities, ideologies, po-

litical and social systems, it is then 

that our true purpose and essence as 

conscious beings is revealed.  We are 

not of nations but of God.  Our true 

self is not composed of thought or 

social imagery, it is made of con-

sciousness.  In consciousness we 

know our fellow human beings as a 

part of ourselves.  We are all One 

because we are all composed of the 

same universal consciousness, (God/

unified field).  
 

Having identified ourselves with con-

sciousness, we understand that hu-

manity does not merely reflect Divine 

influence.  We are in fact, each a 

fragment of God.  Our true place and 

right focus is therefore within God 

and Nature, so as to live and prosper 

through Spiritual/Natural Laws.  Our 

true purpose is to carry out the de-

signs of Nature and Divine Order, so as 

to build a truly progressive world soci-

ety, and a truly profound inner 

self.  We are conduits for Divine ex-

pression, or in other words, Universal 

Consciousness. That which organizes 

the universe also organizes our cellular 

structures, inter-galactic events, and 

our very existence as human be-

ings.  To understand consciousness 

is to understand that organizing 

influence.  To attain greater and 

greater mastery of consciousness, (to 

expand it) is our very purpose, as 

cells within the body of God.  These 

are some of the major tenets, teach-

ings and purposes of the Masters 

throughout the ages.  
 

Let us seek the very highest aspira-

tions, and the most noble of human 

potentials.  It is the mark of the genius 

and the revolutionary, to not settle for 

anything less than profound self reali-

zation.  Let us all seek to be Masters 

and to embrace Cosmic Purpose. To do 

this, we must Intend greater Mastery, 

and by the same token, gain greater 

Mastery of Intent.  
 

The fact that the Intent of the Mas-

ter is ―perpetual realization‖ is hereby 

explained;  
 

1)  ―Perpetual realization‖ is the Intent 

that a Master uses, in order to retain 

the basic status/state of Mastery.  It is 

the Intent of total, ongoing, spiritual 

progressiveness moment to moment, 

of every day.  It is the focus upon the 

building of love and clarity without 

end.  Perpetual realization is therefore 

the unceasing focus upon the expan-

sion of consciousness, both within the 

self, and throughout the world.  

The Master knows that it is through 

Intent that all things are mani-

fest.  Every thought we have and 

every emotion we generate begins to 

create in the surrounding environment 

a reflection of that inner creation.  To 

think and feel is to create far more 

than changes in ones’ neurochemistry; 

it is to CAUSE TRANSFORMATION 

both within and without.  Every 

thought, emotion, image and belief we 

maintain, is founded upon an underly-

ing Intent.  Every Intent we employ is 

responsible for inner and outer mani-

festations. Intent is That in God and the 

soul which, CAUSES SHIFTS TO BE 

MADE IN THE UNIFIED FIELD OF CON-

SCIOUSNESS WHICH SURROUNDS 

US.  These unified field shifts then lend 

themselves to similar manifestations on 

the physical plane.

The dialectic 

can be applied to everything including 

Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel (1770-

1831): Came up with the theory of 

the Absolute Idea and he demon-

strated this by what we know as the 

Hegelian Dialectic.  Many of you might 

remember it from your studies but I 

will refresh the theory.  I understand 

it as an triangle creating other trian-

gles and then creating other triangles 

each of which is a forward improve-

ment over the last.  The improvement 

depends upon our understanding of 

the most recent synthesis.  
 

Hegel believed that the evolution of 

ideas occurs through a dialectical 

process - that is, a concept gives rise 

to its opposite, and as a result of this 

conflict, a new and third view, the 

synthesis, arises. This synthesis is at 

a higher level of truth than the first 

two views. Hegel's work is based on 

the idealistic concept of a universal

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the Universe.  This ongoing evolution of 

infinite improvement could mean that 

there are many Universes being created 

at the same time. 
 

Working toward the 

purity of the Absolute 

can never be a bad 

thing.  At some point 

we are led to an open 

door that can never be 

closed an we are 

treated to the Absolute 

Truth in all it’s glory.
