It is getting close to years end and we 

want to keep our records in good order. 
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prayer--Communion between God and man. This communion 

takes place in the innermost part of man's being. It is the 

only way to cleanse and perfect the consciousness and thus 

permanently heal the body.  

Prayer is the most highly accelerated mind action known. It 

steps up mental action until man's consciousness synchro-

nizes with the Christ Mind. It is the language of spirituality; 

when developed it makes man master in the realm of creative 

ideas.  
 

Prayer is more than supplication. It is an affirmation of Truth 

that eternally exists, but which has not yet come into con-

sciousness. It comes into consciousness not by supplication 

but by affirmation.

5. The one who prays must believe that he has received.

I 
 was making breakfast for myself one morning and while waiting for the 
toast to pop up, I read the label on the mesh bag containing my grapefruit.  
It read that the grapefruit contained herein were seedless.  Whoa, I 

thought.  This sounds like the end of the line for these grapefruits.  No procrea-

tion; no going forth and multiplying.  The end of the line.

ñFinished?ò 

ñYes.ò I said. I thought my opinion was going to carry the day. 

ñI was going to point out,ò God said, ñthat humankind is so advanced intellectu-
ally it considers God an opinion for individual consideration.  The ritual of life 
that binds you folks together has been given over completely to the lawmakers, 
and they have made the existence and acceptance of God - of Me - condi-

tionalò 

ñWhat do you mean conditional?ò  I asked. 

ñHumankindôs law states it is okay to worship God so long as it doesnôt interfere 
with daily activities; so long as it doesnôt interfere with the rights of other folks, 
and so long as it is within the boundaries of the constitution of any govern-
ment.ò  God explained.  ñIn other words it is okay to believe in God as long as 

this belief is applied only to things having to do with religion.ò 

ñAnd this is bad?ò 

ñNo, itôs not bad.  Itôs just the way things are,ò God said.  ñHumankind has cho-

sen a plan of evolution of its own and the result of the plan is:  It doesnôt work.ò 

ñWhat do you mean it doesnôt work?ò  I said. 

ñWell, so far youôve been centering yourself in self-devised solutions for your 
lives and the outcome of your actions is evident,ò God said.  ñFrankly, I thought 
you would soon tire of this power thing and get on with your spiritual evolution.  
Instead, humankind is stubbornly hanging on to a method of life that yields 
suppression of each other, religious control, disease, war, homelessness, hun-
ger, murder, disaster and many other distractions that make your plan one of 
crisis management.  It seems, Charlie, you folks are always fixing the things 

you cause instead of causing excellent things. 

ñThis doesnôt have to be,ò God said.  ñIt is not part of My plan that you canôt 
walk down the street and feel safe, that you have to battle cancer and AIDS 
and heart disease.  It is not part of My plan that a portion of you should rule 
over the rest.  I am the only sovereign.  Everything else is a diversion to keep 

you from growing in your spiritual maturity.ò 

My questions welled within me.  ñWhatôs the solution?  Are you saying all of the 
diversions are our fault and we have to make some changes?  Are you saying 

we have to take responsibility for the way things are?ò 

With kindness and the gentlest breath of love, God said, ñIt is not a question of 

fault.  Itôs a question of judgment.ò 

God paused, then said, ñItôs not even a question of taking responsibility.  Life is 
about accountability.  You dear children have made choices that brought you to 
this moment and the strife and fear and suspicion are the currency youôve 
chosen to settle the account.  Listen to other folks, watch the news and read 
the newspapers and you can identify the tender of exchange for making deci-
sions that do not serve you well.  So you can see, you are responsible whether 
you want to be or not. If responsibility is not a choice then accountability is your 

charge. ò 
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I though for a moment, and then said, ñWhat do we do now?ò 

ñYou love Me by doing only those things that are about Me,ò  God continued.  
ñYou do Godlike things.  Acknowledge me as the source of all things in your life.  
Study my word.  Begin to pray and meditate regularly.  Ask for those things you 
would like in your life.  Let your light shine by being kind and understanding 

toward others as I am kind and understanding toward you.ò 

I waited and I began to understand as God gave examples.  ñBe nice to one and 
another.  Teach virtue.  Make your heroes those who are happy because they 
are meek.  Become a peacemaker by example, and remember:  Peacemakers 
donôt wear guns or try to enforce peace; peacemakers are at peace.  Become 
that which you would like to see in others.  Help one and another at all times.  
Accept help when it is offered.  I have many ways and means to reward your 
faith.  Transformation comes not always with a lightning bolt but with the glowing 

light of trust in Me.ò 

ñAnd if we do these things?ò 

ñAnd if you do these things, Charlie, you will not have time for the diversions 
which keep you from spiritual understanding.  More importantly, you will be as a 
new seed for humankind helping to awaken the God Gene in all of humanity.  
This is one of the best things you can do to glorify Me.  If any of you are con-

fused about your purpose it is to become a beautiful seed.ò 

ñAmen,  ò I said.  ñI am grateful.ò 

ñYou are welcome, Charlie.ò 

I felt Godôs smile.
